If tickets are unavailable during your tour,
you will visit the Hospital de Sant Pau, a stunning example of
Catalan Art Nouveau by Doménech i Montaner. You will then join
your Local Expert to admire the extraordinary exterior of Gaudi’s
iconic basilica.
